Acreage 500 acres (Lipscomb) 674 acres (Sheahan) 753 acres (VCH) The whole parish
was enclosed in 1657 (Lipscomb) .

The bordering parishes are Aston Sandford, Monks Risborough, Princes Risborough,
Bledlow and Saunderton (Lipscomb); also Kingsey and Towersey.

Lords of the Manor (from the time of Henry VIII)
The DORMER family from 1543 to 1709, when it passed with a daughter of the
last Earl of Caernavon to the Earls of Chesterfield, from whom it passed in
the 19th century to Moreton FREWIN, Esqg. (Sheahan 1862). Moreton FREWIN and
Mrs. RAPER held the manor jointly in 1869 and until some time after 1880, and
he and General RAPER in 1887 (VCH). It then passed to Miss MORETON (BD 1903,
1907) who died in 1912 (VCH). The property was then sold, the Manor Farm and
Lower Farm to Mr. W. HILL and Mr. A. A. KINGHAM, while Mr. A. FISHER bought
Coldharbour. There is no further mention in later directories of Lords (or
Ladies) of the Manor. None of them appear to have resided in Ilmer.

Patronage of the Benefice of Ilmer
With the Lords of the Manor until sold by the 6th Earl of Chesterfield in 1858
to the then Vicar of Ilmer, the Rev. W. E. PARTRIDGE. The Patronage passed to
his daughter, Mrs. Leonard JACQUES (VCH) and then to the Bishop of Oxford 1933
(Records kept at Oxford).

School
"Mr. and Mrs. PARTRIDGE have recently established an excellent school in
Longwick" (Sheahan 1862).

Parish Room
BD 1915 refers to late Miss MORETON and that a Parish Room was erected in 1908
at her expense.

Charity
Mrs. Sarah Maria Clotilda RAPER's will proved London 25 Aug 1881 bequeathed
one nineteenth of her residuary personal estate for the benefit of the poor.
Legacy 1s represented by £617-17-3 Consols with the official trustees. The
annual dividend amounting to £15-8-8 is applied mainly in the distribution of
coal and other articles in kind. (VCH)

On front - "The Register Book for The Parish of Ilmer" On the first (half)
leaf is written - "A true Regester of the Christenings Mariages & burialls
in the Parish of Ilmer from the year of our lord god 1660 unto the year 1682
&c transcribed by Will. Lillingston Vic: ibid."

Baptisms 1774-1812, Burials 1774-1810 73" x 6%" x 1" 29 parchment
leaves with endpapers covered in calf bound boards. Watermark on endpapers -
Britannia offering an olive branch, within a crowned circle. Baptisms on
first 5 parchment leaves - burials on 20th to 22nd leaves.

Marriages 1755-1811, Banns 1755-1836 93" x 74" x " Hand-ruled paper sheets
with printed title page and endpapers bound in parchment covered card.
Watermark - A fleur-de-lis in a crowned cartouche, beneath which is '4' and
'LVG'. The printed title page has the usual heading "The Register Book
(etc).... 1754" London - Printed for and sold by J. Coles, Stationer, in
Fleet Street 1754. Marriages are entered at the front and Banns from the
other end, although some Banns have been interspersed between Marriage
entries. Written on the first flyleaf is "3 books 7 Sheets & % Each/ the
Last Leaf of ye first Sewing/ to be Rul'd". For some reason the Marriage of
Thomas GOODCHILD and Fanny WOOSTER 1865, and the Banns of Horace DYSON and
Daisy Sarah COOMBS 1899, have been entered into this Register.

Marriages 1813-1837 15%" x 10" x %" Printed volume bound in parchment
covered boards with tape ties. Watermark 'J. WHATMAN 1810' or 1811 or 1812.

Baptisms 1813 to the present time Same measurements and watermark as
Marriage Register. Has the 1812 Act (52 George III c 146) re Parish
Registers printed in full at the front.

Burials 1813 to the present time Same measurements and watermark as Marriage
Register.

Marriages 1838-1969 This is a dummy Register supplied by the
Registrar-General, the original apparently being lost. See the transcript
for further details.

Marriages 1970 to the present time This is the usual green Marriage Register
(in duplicate). This is the only Register not transcribed.



Notes on the following Transcripts of the Parish Registers

Bishop's Transcripts

The details of Baptisms, Marriages and Burials in the Registers have been
supplemented by reference to the Bishop's Transcripts. These were copies of
the Register entries sent yearly to the Archdeacon and/or the Bishop. In the
case of Ilmer, there were few entries, and the copies were sent on pieces of
parchment 2 or 3 inches square. Those that have survived are all now at Bucks
County Record Office.

Material omitted

The names of Vicars and Churchwardens where they occur. The names of Justices
of the Peace who inspected and signed the Registers in the first half of the
18th century. Standard wording "was baptized" "were married" etc. In the
first half of the 18th century an affidavit had to be sworn by the relatives
of a person buried that the body had been wrapped in a woollen shroud. The
references to these affidavits and the persons before whom they were sworn

have been omitted.

The entries
Dating has been standardized. Note that until 1752 the year began on March
25th. Surnames (in capital letters) followed by forenames. In Baptisms the
father's forename comes next, and then that of the mother. Occupations,

parishes, and any other interesting matter follows. An unusual entry is given

in full to save confusion. Spelling of personal and place names as in the
original. In the latter half of the 18th century, the entries were made by

the Parish Clerk, and the spelling varies. From 1754 the Marriage entries had

to be signed by the parties, witnesses and officiating minister, and all
these names are in the transcript.
